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 Room at the Table  

 
 Since Paul and I attended the Older Adult Retreat at Springmaid Beach at the 
beginning of February and as we approach Easter, I have been reminded of some 
childhood experiences.  The speaker at the retreat this year was Violet L. Fisher, a Bishop 
in the United Methodist Church and an extraordinary woman.  Her last message to us was 
about having room at the table.  She shared the time when her mother and father were 
purchasing a new dining room table.  It took hours, because her mother had to have a 
table that was big enough for all of them, plus a few more relatives and then at least one 
more in case someone stopped by the house at suppertime.  It reminded me of my 
childhood when if my parents hadn’t specifically invited someone the Sunday dinner, my 
mother always had made enough food that after church she could ask someone to join 
us.  My parents weren’t rich, but there was always enough food that even during the 
week, if someone (usually what we called a hobo at the time) stopped by the back door 
and said they were hungry, my mother would make them a sandwich and perhaps add a 
piece of fruit or cake. 
 Over the last few weeks, I’ve continued to think about Bishop Fisher’s message 
and the question she posed.  ―Do we as a church and Christians make room for one more 
at our table?‖  One would think that when we come to the altar and partake of 
Communion (translated from the Greek word for ―sharing‖) that our answer to that 
question would be a unanimous ―yes!‖  Yet over the centuries, we have argued over what 
Jesus meant during his last Passover Seder with his disciples before he was executed.  
(Mark 22:7-20)  We talk about ―one bread, one body,‖ yet arguments over whether to use 
leavened or unleavened bread in communion was the basis for the split between the 
Church of Rome and the Eastern Orthodox Church in the eleventh century.  Protestant 
reformers Luther and Zwingli argued bitterly and split over whether the bread and wine 
were the actual flesh and blood of Christ or merely symbolized his body and blood.  
Today there are still many churches who do not allow non-members to partake of 
communion at their church. 
 The fullest Biblical account that we have of communion as it was practiced in the 
early Christian Church comes from Paul’s first letter to the Corinthians.  At that time it was 
part of a full-scale meal, apparently in the home of a member of the Christian community 
in Corinth.  (1 Corinthians 10-11)  Ever since I was a little girl, I’ve enjoyed gathering 
together with family and friends and having people over.  As we moved from church to 
church, each parsonage has had its good points and not-so-good points.  I loved the 
dining room in the parsonage at Johnston, SC.  When all the leaves were in the big oval 
table, we could seat twenty-two people around it.  That made for great gatherings!  No 
matter what the occasion there always seemed to be room for one more.  It was a 
gathering of community.  The apostle Paul calls us to self-examination before partaking of 
the Lord’s Supper.  Paul was concerned that there were significant distinctions being 
made between people and they were no longer following Jesus’ example.  Dean Scotty 
McLennan, pastor of Stanford Memorial Church, talks about the meaning of communion 
as a ritual which absolutely remains the central concept of community, of overcoming 
distinctions and barriers and the coming together as one body to share in the one bread.  
McLennan said that Jesus came with a clear understanding of human solidarity, which he 
symbolized again and again in the face of fierce criticism, by breaking bread with tax 
collectors and sinners and outcasts, by breaking bread with the multitudes.

 Talk about having room for one more at the table!  In John 6, we read about Jesus feeding the multitudes.  
Jesus had been ministering to their souls but hadn’t forgotten their physical needs.  When he talked to the disciples 
about feeing the crowd there was probably a little more discussion than what we get in this portion of scripture.  They 
found a young boy with 5 small barley loaves and 2 small fish.  What comes next?  ―Then Jesus took the loaves, and 
when he had given thanks, he distributed them to those who were seated.  He did the same with the fish.‖  What is 
missing from this passage?  Jesus didn’t ask if all those people were his followers, or were merely curious about him, or 
in fact were doubtful.  He didn’t distinguish between rich and poor, male and female, Jew or Gentile.  Communion is not 
the coming together of a small select few.  Henri Nouwen reminds us in his writings that we can not only partake in 
communion, but we can experience communion. 
 In his book, Six Hours One Friday, author Max Lucado writes about the unlikely beginning of a celebration.  Max 
writes:  ―Peter comes out of the tomb bewildered and John comes out believing, but Mary just sits in front of it weeping.‖  
The chapter continues to unfold the story of that Easter morning as the followers of Jesus realize that Christ indeed had 
risen from the dead.  He was alive!  Lucado says that we reach the point where we think we have God figured out and 
we forget to let him surprise us.  God loves to throw surprise parties.  God throws a celebration in a hospital room, a 
funeral home, a cemetery when He takes us to uor heavenly home, and especially at the Table of Grace. 
 When we celebrate communion, can we throw a party like God did?  Can we make room for one more at the 
table?  Can we put one more sinner’s name on the guest list?  Can we share the ―Good News‖ with them?  Can we 
share God’s love?  No eye has seen, no ear has heard, no mind has conceived what God has prepared for those who 
love him.  (1 Corinthians 2:9)  Because we love God, we will always make room for one more at our table!
