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Your Family—A Precious Gift 
 A big celebration was taking place on July 4.  All of my children and 
grandchildren were here and we were lighting up the sky in our backyard with our 
own fireworks show for the ―children.‖  (Children here meant from ages 5 to 65+.  
You probably know which 65+ one I mean.)  Besides the fireworks and the outings 
on the boat, there were mini-celebrations around the dining room table at 
mealtimes.  We have been known to spend several hours at the table.  Everyone 
enjoys the food, but we also enjoy each other.  We are a loving family. 
 One thing that we really count on in life is our family, but the family is very 
vulnerable to the stress and strain of our everyday lives.  We are taught manners 
when we are small children, so when we are with friends, acquaintances, co-
workers, or even strangers, we attempt to be on our best behavior—friendly, 
courteous, kind, thoughtful, soft-spoken, an interested listener.  Remember when 
you were first dating your spouse?  Chances are, you were very eager to hear 
everything he or she had to say.  You always tried to find ways to compliment and 
do other nice things for each other.  Then when you were first married, you still 
listened eagerly as you told each other about your day.  You did kind things for one 
another and always put the other person first.  Marriages should come with a 
warning label.  Putting yourself first can lead to disaster! 
 Then children may have come along and your eagerness continued.  
Sometimes a small child makes no sense whatsoever when they talk, but you listen 
anyway, letting them know you hear their every word is important.  You are kind, 
loving, and generous parents.  You want your children to know how important they 
are to you. 
 The years pass on and quite often our sinful nature pops up again.  We 
start thinking about ourselves—our needs, our wants, our dreams that remain just 
that.  Our selfish nature raises its ugly head and we start thinking we are getting 
the short end of the stick.  Soon we are unhappy.  We are unhappy with our 
children, who are past the cute and cuddly stage, and we are unhappy with our 
spouse who no longer seems to be our perfect soulmate. 
 If there are few celebrations in your life, if your life is a little humdrum or 
even sliding downhill, how do you fix it?  You may not be able to, but God can.  
Consider these points: 
 1.  Turn your family over to God.  Trust Him!  He who has begun a good 
work in you will complete it. (Philippians 1:6)  You can’t flee from God, He is 
everywhere.  So give up trying to fix it (control it), get on your knees and surrender 
your life and your family to God.  Allow Him and Expect Him to work miracles. 
 2.  Greet each new day in rejoicing.  This is another day that you have an 
opportunity to serve the Lord and your family.  Serving your family doesn’t mean 
that you are a doormat, rather it is an opportunity to make their life netter and a 
way to show your love.  A speaker on the radio said, ―couples should make 
decisions with this in mind:  What will most benefit my spouse?‖  My spouse!

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A Worship Schedule Change?!!  The Administrative Council Explains 
 Some in the congregation may have questions about our new worship schedule that starts 
September 18.  The Administrative Council would like our church members to understand the 
intensive process that occurred before this decision to change was made. Below are some 
questions you may have and how our decision was reached. Many in our congregation prayed 
fervently with us as we sought God’s direction for this change.  Those prayers and support were 
sincerely felt and essential in our visioning process.  God surely is pleased with a praying church 
that places Him first in its life.   

 
Why are we changing the worship schedule? 

 In Fall 2009, the Administrative Council held a retreat to look at Trinity’s strengths and 
weaknesses and to discern what direction God was calling Trinity for the next five to ten years.  
During that meeting, the Council chose five areas of focus—worship, children’s ministries, 
communication, staffing, and spiritual gifts. A team of church members was assigned to each area 
and asked to develop a vision statement for their area.  All teams carefully analyzed their areas, 
asked for feedback from the congregation, and prayerfully considered where they felt God was 
directing Trinity.  After completing their vision statements, each team developed short and long term 
goals to fulfill Trinity’s vision. 
 The vision team focusing on worship followed these steps with a thorough review of the 
current worship services, excellent congregational feedback last summer in a church-wide survey, 
and many hours in prayer. The results of the worship vision team’s review and the survey indicated 
that one area in need of change was our worship schedule.  Many in the congregation wanted the 
pastor in their service for the entire time and stated that they would be willing to change service 
times for this to happen.  The current schedule prevented the pastor from staying for Communion 
during the contemporary service, greeting folks as they entered the traditional service, or speaking 
with those who left the contemporary service. Baptisms during the contemporary service interfered 
with the pastor’s timely arrival in the traditional service.  The contemporary service, growing to near 
capacity in its current space, had no option even to temporarily move to the sanctuary with the 
current schedule. Confronted by these as well as other limitations, the Worship Visioning team felt 
God was leading them to recommend changing our service times.  The Administrative Council 
agreed and recommended that the worship visioning team come up with worship schedule options 
for their consideration. 

 
How was the new worship schedule chosen over other options? 

 The worship visioning team began considering possible options as early as July 2010. With 
Carolyn Brashear’s help, the team collected input from churches similar to ours throughout South 
Carolina about their worship schedules.  As the possible schedules were considered, the team saw 
that each option had negative impacts on some portion of our congregation or limited access to 
Sunday school.  After completing their vision statement in November, the worship visioning team 
met with the regular worship team to continue discussion on options for service times but again, they 
found no clear best choice. At the January Administrative Council meeting, members recommended 
that another worship schedule committee be organized to consider a broader range of options that 
would fulfill our mission of making disciples for Christ. 
 At our March Council meeting, the new committee presented their thorough review and their 
two recommended options: Option One - 8:45 am service #1 (either contemporary or traditional), 
9:45 am Sunday School and 11:00 am service #2 (opposite of format in Service #1); Option Two - 
9:30 Contemporary Service and Sunday School (to run concurrently) and 11:00 am Traditional 
Service and Sunday School/small group gathering (to run concurrently).  After much discussion, the 
Council voted to accept option one with 2 services and Sunday school in the middle. The Council 
also decided to seek feedback from the congregation regarding which service would be assigned to 
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Calling Volunteers! 
 Our children’s council is anticipating the need for volunteers for our children’s ministries on 
Sunday mornings when our worship schedule changes on September 18.  Currently, based on the 
number of children projected in each age group, we need volunteers for Sunday school in:  
 

  9:30 am—Teacher for our 3 year old class (every Sunday for 1 year) 
11:00 am—Teacher for 3, 4, 5 year old class (rotation system by month) 
11:00 am—Teachers for younger and older elementary classes (rotation system by week) 
  9:30 am—Teachers for youth classes (rotation system by week) 
 

 If you are a parent of a child who uses our childcare, we encourage you to take a turn in one 
of our nurseries on Sunday morning at either the 9:30 a.m. or 11:00 a.m. hour, unless you are teach-
ing Sunday school.

each time slot.  During the next meeting in April, the Council struggled with our previous decision 
because of negative feedback from the congregation and the significant impact our choice would 
have on half of our congregation. Few members felt God’s peace about the choice. The Council 
considered our mission statement to make disciples and our vision statement of providing Christ-
centered worship experiences for all ages. They questioned if eliminating one service and narrowing 
access for some with a time change at another fulfilled our mission of introducing and growing 
others in Christ. Would their choice restrict opportunities for Christ-centered worship experiences for 
current and future members? 
 The Council voted to reconsider their previous decision.  In its place, they chose to modify 
option two by adding an early service.  Their choice, an 8:30 traditional service, 9:45 contemporary 
service, and 11:00 traditional with Sunday School/Small Groups during the 9:45 and 11:00 services, 
was passed with a ¾ majority vote.  The Council recognized that this option was not ideal especially 
for those Sunday school classes with members in all the services.  During its May 16th meeting and 
a called meeting on May 31, the Council opened up its meeting for discussion of Sunday school 
members’ concerns and prayed with them for God’s continued guidance with the new schedule.  
 

When will the changes with the schedule occur?  
 Our new worship schedule begins on Sunday, September 18, with the following schedule:  
8:30 am.-Traditional Service; 9:45 am-Contemporary Service; and 11:00 am-Traditional 
Service.  Sunday School/Small Group hours will be available during both the 9:45 am and 11:00 am 
services. Current Sunday school classes may choose during which service their classes will meet.  
Before the new schedule begins, a list of all the opportunities for both Sunday school/Small Group 
hours will be available.  The Discipleship Team has been working diligently all summer to clarify the 
choices and provide wonderful learning/fellowship opportunities for both current and new members. 
 
 As Administrative Council Chairperson, I hope that this takes some of the mystery out of our 
decision-making process.  God’s hand certainly was directing us through this difficult journey. If you 
have any additional questions about our new schedule, please contact any member of the 
Administrative Council or myself for further clarification.

 These are the guidelines for signing up to work on our Habitat House Project.  Sign-up sheets 
will be posted in a notebook before and after worship each Sunday in August in the back foyer for 
the traditional services and at the back of the fellowship hall at the end of the contemporary service.  
Bring your calendars or jot down dates you are available to serve and bring them with you to sign-
up.  Make plans now to be a part of this exciting event as we culminate our Sixtieth Anniversary 
Celebration with the building of this house for a family.   
 

¶ You do not need any experience to sign-up. You will be trained at the job site. 

¶ Construction will occur during September 1 and ending on September 30, excluding Sundays.  
(We will work Labor Day.)  

¶ The typical work day begins at 8:00 am and end at 4:00 pm, however, evening shifts are also 
offered for those who work during the day.  You may sign-up for 4, 6, or 8 hours. 

¶ All working volunteers on the site must sign a release and waiver of liability.  These will be 
available when volunteers sign up or on site each morning. 

¶ Volunteers who have some knowledge or experience in certain phases of the building will be 
called crew leaders.  The contractor will instruct them and all volunteers of the task for the day 
and let the crew leader be in charge of  the rest of the volunteers. 

¶ Lunch will be provided each day. 

¶ One of the activities needed is for persons to sign up to help provide lunch for the workers.  
Individuals, families, classes, circles, men’s group, etc., can partner together to provide a 
meal one or more than one day. 

¶ Only a few jobs require experience and are identified on the sign-up sheet as "experienced." 

¶ You must be at least 15 years old; anyone younger must be closely supervised by parents. 

¶ You may bring your own hand tools. 

¶ If the area on the sign-up sheet is "grayed-out" it means there are no requirements for Trinity 
Volunteers.  Also, depending on how fast or how slow the work goes, some of the work 
assigned for a particular day may change. 

¶ If you are unable to work, we invite you to come to see the site before work starts and to 
come and drive by or stop and watch the workers.  Some chairs will be provided, and we will 
have some canopies set up to protect you from the sun.  Bring a lawn chair and join us!  
Sometimes go-fers are needed to get ice, nails, etc., to let the workers keep working. 

¶ In case of rain, contact Carolyn at 617-8789 before coming to see if work is possible that day. 

¶ The "Activity" column describes the task to be completed that day.
