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The People’s Court
“I tell you the truth, today you will be with me in paradise.” Luke 23:43

Have you ever noticed when you are faithful with your “God” time that things have a way
of falling into place? | don’t know about you, but some days | get so busy with other
things, that | put off or cut short the amount of time | spend in God’s word and my prayer
time. God speaks to all of us in so many ways, but sometimes we don’t listen. There are
times when God needs to whack me in the head with a 2X4 to get my attention and then
there are other times when everything | hear or read seems to fit together. This week a
lot of what | heard and read centered on judging.

This week | had some minor surgery. | don’t know what they gave me to relax, but it
knocked me out for several days. Before having the surgery, | had been reading
something about judging others. The next day, | sat down to watch a news program and
fell asleep. As | would wake from time to time, there would be a different court TV show
on. | was very confused as to who was doing what to whom. Just out of curiosity, | tried
to figure out how many court shows are on TV—there are a lot. There’s Judge Mathis,
Judge Alex, Judge Judy, Judge Marilyn Milian, Judge Hatchett, Judge Maria Lopez,
Judge Mills Lane, etc. The common thread is that all the Judges have to make a
decision—a judgment—as to who is telling the truth. Judges know the law and have also
learned how to assess people as to whether they are telling the truth, but don’t we all tend
to judge others even when we may not know the whole situation?

In his book, No Wonder They Call Him Savior, author Max Lucado talks about the
passage in Luke where the thief is asking Christ for mercy—

The only thing more outlandish than the request was that it was
granted. Just trying to picture the scene is enough to short-circuit the
most fanciful of imaginations; a flat-nosed ex-con asking God’s son for
eternal life? But trying to imagine the appeal being honored, well, that
steps beyond the realm of reality and enters absurdity.

But as absurd as it may appear, that’s exactly what happened. He who
deserved hell got heaven, and we are left with such a puzzling riddle.
What, for goodness’ sake, was Jesus trying to teach us? What was he
trying to prove by pardoning this strong-arm, who in all probability had
never said grace, much less done anything to deserve it?

. . . there is a grinning ex-con walking the golden streets who knows
more about grace than a thousand theologians. No one else would have
given him a prayer. But in the end that is all that he had. And in the end,
that is all it took.

While we may have wondered if this thief was sincere and really deserved God'’s
mercy, most of the time we don’t question it. After all, it happened 2000 years ago and
Jesus would certainly have known if he weren’t sincere. But what if we move the story
into modern times? Max Lucado mentions in another one of his books that what disturbs
him most about Jeffrey Dahmer (remember the man who ate body parts?) is not the
things he did, even though they were about as heinous, disgusting, and vile as anything
could be, but that a few months before another inmate murdered him, Jeffrey Dahmer
became a Christian. His sins were washed away, his soul cleansed, and his past
forgiven. We can decide he probably wasn’t sincere and therefore; rotting in hell will
finally bring about some retribution. In “The People’s Court” (our court), the thief on the
cross, the Jeffrey Dahmers of the world, and all the people we don’t like would certainly
meet justice. The truth is, we don’t know the sincerity of other’s hearts. Only God can
make that judgment. If we have had our sins washed, our soul cleansed, and our past
forgiven, then one day we too may be walking on those golden streets with Jeffrey
Dahmer. Max Lucado admits that bothers him. Continued on Page Two
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If you think you can judge others, you are wrong. When you judge them, you are really judging yourself
guilty, because you do the same things they do. God judges those who do wrong things, and we know
that his judging is right. Romans 2:1

Whoa! Now God may be what we call meddling. In our righteousness, we think we can point the finger at those
murderers, thieves, porn peddlers, perverts, adulterers, liars, and cheats. Certainly these people were sinners. But now
God is pointing the finger at us. Is God saying that the brother who is jealous of his sibling, the fault-finding neighbor
obsessed with his neighbor’s sins, the ten-hour a day worker upset because the eight-hour a day worker gets the same
benefits, the one who deserts a friend because they don’'t do things their way, the busybody gossip next door, the
complainer, the reluctant churchgoer, the unforgiving spouse, the ill-tempered parent, or the disobedient child is a sinner
just like Jeffrey Dahmer?

We can'’t judge because we ourselves are not good enough to judge. We also can’'t judge because we are ignorant of
what happens in someone else’s life. We haven't “walked in their shoes.” Even having been through similar
experiences is not an excuse for judging someone. “Do not judge before the right time; wait until the Lord comes.” |
Corinthians 4:5 Why? God began doing a good work in you and | am sure he will continue it until it is finished when
Jesus Christ comes again. Philippians 1:6. The God who has not finished with you yet (Praise the Lord!) is the same
God who has not finished with all of the above. The thief on the cross asked for and received God’s grace, the very
same grace that is available to you and me when we ask for it. If we are sincere, we receive it. Our sins are washed,
our soul is cleansed, and our past is forgiven. Thanks be to God.

On April 26, 1940, at a meeting of the
General Conference of The Methodist Church,
retired Bishop Herbert Welch, in view of the horrific
violence of World War Il, called for the formation of
an agency to respond to the vast needs of human
suffering worldwide, and to act as a “voice of
conscience among Methodists.” The result was the
Methodist Committee for Overseas relief (MCOR),
which focused on studying the most urgent needs
and pressing problems around the world, reporting
these needs to the local churches, and administering
the necessary funds to “the least of these” through
partner agencies and ecumenical networks.

An evolution of focus came about in the
following decades, allowing the United Methodist
Committee on Relief to reach more and more
people. For instance, whether the problem was
hurricanes in the US, earthquakes in Haiti, famine in
Africa, or domestic tornadoes and floods, survivors
were significantly helped by the Annual Conference
Disaster Response System, where coordinators
were trained to organize recovery programs and
work with government agencies to provide relief. As
countries such a Liberia, Rwanda, and Bosnia
underwent civil strife, UMCOR was there to
rehabilitate and rebuild affected villages and
communities. While focusing on disaster relief and
refugee resettlements, emphasis was also placed on
eradicating the roots of hunger and poverty, with
several programs establishing training schools and
giving individuals the skills to become educationally
and economically self-reliant.

UMCOR is the recipient of our Lenten

Prayer Patterns

When someone sews, they usually begin with
a pattern. In order to make the item fit correctly,
alterations or adjustments may need to be done.

Jesus gave the “The Lord’s Prayer.” The Bible
teaches us much about prayer. Sometimes we pray
alone, sometimes we pray with others. (Mark 1:35
and Matthew 6:6 talk about praying alone, praying in
secret.) Sometimes we are to listen rather than just
ask. (Psalm 46)

We are often impatient when praying. We
want answers immediately and we want our prayers
answered our way. The Episcopal Bishop Phillips
Brooks has said, “Do not pray for eay lives. Pray to
be stronger persons. Do not pray for tasks equal to
your power, pray for powers equal to your task.” Our
prayers are not always answered the way we would
like, but they are answered by a God who knows
what is best.

Game

Try this twist on musical chairs.

What you need:
» 28 large index cards
* Black marker
» Two teams of people
* Radio or CD player

What you do:

1. On index cards, write out
forgiveness, one letter per
card. Make two sets (two
F’s, two O’s, etc.).

2. Mix up the cards and form
them face up in a circle on
the floor. (You’ll have six
blanks mixed in.)

3. Have teams mix themselves
up and stand in a circle
around the cards. Ask an
extra person to turn the
music on and off.

4. As the music plays, teams
walk around the circle.
When the music stops,
players each pick up the
card nearest them.

5. Team members take their
cards to a designated area
and try to spell forgiveness.
Any double letters or
blanks go back to the
“music person,” who
reorganizes remaining
cards, spacing them evenly
into a fresh circle.
