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 My Hands  
 Most children have little things they do with parents and grandparents that 
donôt mean much to anyone else but hold a special connection with you.  Our 
daughter, Kristin, liked to help her grandmother do the dishes.  She would stand 
on the kitchen stool wearing an apron that skimmed the top of her toes as she 
lovingly wrapped each dish in the dish towel and handed it to ñGrams.ò  
Obviously, my mother had a lot of patience as this proved to be a very slow 
process of ñdoing the dishes.ò   
 Like most parents and grandparents, I have a collection of hands cast in 
plaster of Paris, cut out of construction paper, and various colors of finger-paint 
hands.  Those hands remind me of the different periods in the lives of my children 
and grandchildren.  Our hands tell stories about usðour age, what we have done 
with our lives, accidents or illnesses, exposure to weather, etc.  They may also 
talk about our romances, our friendships, our helpfulness, and our relationship 
with God. 
 Almost twelve years ago, when Christian was our only grandchild, Paul 
and I were taking our daughter-in-law, Amy, and Christian and a van full of their 
belongings to Texas to join Ted, who was stationed at Fort Hood.  We were also 
hauling Amyôs car behind our van, slowing our speed, which made for a trip of 
about twenty-four hours straightða long trip for a two-year-old.   
 Christian and Amy had stayed with us about six weeks before Paul could 
free enough time to make the trip.  All the adults took turns driving, but I spent 
much of my time in the back seat with Christian trying to keep him entertained 
when he wasnôt sleeping.  After many hours of reading and singing, etc., I started 
kissing his hands.  Christian wondered why I was doing all that kissing.  I told 
Christian that his hands were very special to meðthey were my hands and he 
should take very good care of them.  After we arrived in Texas and stayed a few 
days to help them get settled, I would continue to kiss his hands and say ñMy 
hands.ò  He would laugh and say ñMy hands!ò  Often, Christian would come up to 
me and put his hands out in front of meðwanting to play our game.  The last 
morning we were there, Christian crawled in the bed between Paul and me, 
kissed his Bompaôs shoulder, then took my hand, kissed it and said, ñMy hand.ò 
 On our drive back to South Carolina, I noticed a perfect little handprint on 
the car window (it stayed there for many weeks to come) which after a few shed 
tears reminded me of how often we use our hands in relationships with others.  A 
baby learns the touch of his motherôs and fatherôs hands within a short time of 
birth.  Loving hands that hold him, feed him, bathe him, clothe him, and play with 
him.  As we grow, we learn how comforting the touch of our motherôs hands is 
when we donôt feel well.  Our small hand feels safe and secure in our fatherôs 
larger hand as we cross a street or learn to ride a bike.  There are those softer 
wrinkled hands that bake cookies or build a birdhouse, or held us in their lap as 
they turned the pages of a storybook.  There were always helping hands to pick 
us up when we fell, to help with school projects, to clap at recitals and sporting 
events.  They were there to hold us when we felt sad or when we were scared.

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Hands were there when it was time to pack because we went off to college, or when we started another 
phase of our lives.  If we were truly fortunate, we spent our childhood surrounded by hands folded in prayer 
for us.  How wonderful it is to know as parents and grandparents, aunts and uncles, godparents and friends 
that when we have to let go of those hands that there are greater hands in which to place them.  ñIf I rise on 
the wings of the doves, if I settle on the far side of the sea, even there your hand will guide me, your right 
hand will hold me fast.ò  Psalm 139:9-10.   
 A long time ago there were other hands that did the small things any small child does.  Those hands 
grew strong as they learned to craft wood into a table or stool.  Then we remember those hands as they 
began a ministry that would change the worldðhands that taught, changed water into wine, calmed the sea, 
fed five thousand, healed the sick, raised the dead, and washed his friendsô feet.  Finally, those hands were 
stretched out and nailed to a cross as they gave us the gift of eternal life.  They are the nail-scarred hands 
that still reach out to a world with the greatest gift of love ever given.  They are the hands that reach out and 
hold us during all the good and bad times of our lives, hands that will be there to welcome us into the 
beautiful home He has prepared for us.  All you have to do is reach out and hold on.  Let God take your 
hands.  He holds you fast.
