Over a year ago, Trinity’s Administrative
Council began a visioning process that sought to
determine where God was calling us to focus our
efforts in the next several years. Five vision teams
spent many hours researching, evaluating, discuss-
ing and praying for God’s direction in the areas of
worship, leadership, communication, children’s min-
istry, and gifts based ministry. At January’s Admin-
istrative Council meeting, the final vision statement
was approved. It reads:

Offering Christ-centered worship experi-
ences for all ages that lead people to a
stronger relationship with Christ;

Having leadership who are gifted in the area
they lead and can motivate others com-
mitted to spiritual development and
growth of the Church;

Having a communications plan that connects
media (Twitter, Facebook, newsletter, web
page, announcements, etc.) of communi-
cations inside and outside the church;

Being a gifts-based ministry in which mem-
bers know their Spiritual gifts and under-
stand how to select an area of ministry
that uses that gift; and

Having a Childrenbs Mi
ronment that is welcoming, Christ-
centered and open to all children.

The mission of every church is to make fol-
lowers of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the
world. How we carry out that mission at Trinity be-
comes our vision. It determines where we focus our
efforts so that we are all working toward the same
goals as a church. Our vision statement is saying
that we at Trinity feel God is calling us over the next
several years to focus on five areas -- worship, lead-
ership, communication, gifts-based ministry, and
children’s ministry. As we begin those plans, con-
tinue to pray that God shows each of us what part
we can play in His vision. God has plans for Trinity
just like He did when He gave our founders the vi-
sion to start our church. What an exciting time as we
anticipate what God has in store for Trinity’s future!
