up and give you an inheritance among all those who are sanctified. | have not
coveted anyone’s silver or gold of clothing. You yourselves know that these
hands of mine have supplied my own needs and the needs of my companions. In
everything | did, | showed you that by this kind of hard work we must help the
weak, remembering the words the Lord Jesus himself said: ‘It is more blessed to
give than to receive.”

Do you remember hearing this growing up? “Work hard and you'll succeed.”
“‘Don’t expect things to be given to you, you have to work for them.”

Perhaps these messages are why we have trouble with what Paul says to
the Galatians when he says that it is by God'’s free gift of grace that we are saved
and not our adherence to the law or our hard work. We find it hard to trust our
salvation to God’s grace. We feel there must be strings attached. People don'’t
give something that valuable away for free. God must want something in return,
so we work harder to keep the law and do “good” works. Inevitably, we fail and
with it comes the feeling of not being good enough, but that’s the point, we can
never be good enough.

The time of celebration of Lent is over on the calendar. The last walk-thru of
“The Journey to the Resurrection” is past. The props and costumes are put away
until next year. Hopefully, those who came, those who participated, and those
who prayed remember that scene from “Good Friday” when Christ hung on the
cross between two thieves. The one thief hurls insults at Jesus. He wants to
know if Jesus is so great and is “the son of God” why doesn’t he save himself and
them. The other thief in his pain has been studying Jesus. He heard Jesus
whisper, “Father, forgive them.” This thief is not sure what is going on but he
knows that Jesus did nothing wrong. He and the other thief may have deserved
to be on those crosses, but this man of Galilee didn’t. He finally gets what is
happening on that center cross and he humbly asks Jesus to remember him.

Do we get it? Like the thief do we understand that we can never earn the
love of God? God’s love is a gift, a miracle—we are accepted, loved, and given
life. It is hard for us to be the receivers because we were told it was better to give
than to receive. But think about this—no one can give if there is no one to
receive, so at some point, we must learn to receive. If we haven’t learned to
receive as well as give, our spiritual walk will be hard because God gives—
always and we are the receivers—always! When we come to the cross there is
no mixed message. Just like the thief, when we ask God to remember us, he
answers, “Today you will be with me in Paradise!”
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Does that mean we don’t have to do good works? When we open our hearts and receive God’s
wonderful gifts, we also receive his Spirit. Now we no longer work because we owe a debt, we work because
we want others to know of this wonderful gift that can be theirs also. Isn’t that the reason so many people
work so hard on “The Journey?” We give because we learned how from the master giver. Some of the
messages we received growing up may have made it hard for us to receive God’s free gift. We may have
rejected God’s grace for so long that we think it is too late, that God has withdrawn his gift, but | like what
author Max Lucado stated: “I’'ve never been surprised by God’s judgment, but I’'m still stunned by his grace.”
Lucado challenges us to find one person seeking a second chance from God who didn’t get it.

When we come to God seeking his face, his will, his grace—we receive it. But, don’t be surprised if God
asks you to give his grace to others!
