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GARDENS OR BURDENS?

It is the middle of October and the days seem to be leaping off the calendar. The
last few weeks have been filled with twelve and fourteen hour work days. On this
particular day, our electricity went out for a short time in the middle of the day, so |
decided to take some time and soak up some of the sun’s golden rays. Fall is here but |
could still catch visions of the emerald, chartreuse, jade, and forest green of summer.
There were a few patches of lavender, plum, periwinkle, raspberry, and cherry as the
summer flowers struggled to bloom. Paul had been busy pulling out the dying plants and
vines of our small garden which will lie dormant for the coming winter. Nevertheless, the
warmth of the sun, the falling leaves and acorns (if they missed my head), the twittering
birds, and scrambling squirrels still brought some peace to my soul in this busy week.

Over the years, Paul and | have usually had some sort of vegetable garden. Our
patch in this yard is very small—producing some tomatoes, peppers, radishes, and
carrots for our summer salads. We've had various sizes of vegetable gardens and some
of them have produced more work than vegetables. Some of them have produced lots of
vegetables. In our very first garden | wanted to have enough tomatoes to can for the next
winter. My dad had always had wonderful tomatoes but since | was newly married and
independent, | didn’t call him to find out how many plants he would set out. The plants
seemed so small at the nursery so | bought and planted (well, Paul helped) seventy-two
plants. That summer | canned enough tomatoes to last for three years! While the
benefits of a garden are great, gardens do not take care of themselves. Gardeners find
themselves spending many hours weeding, cultivating, and tending to their plot of ground
no matter what the size.

As | sat outside soaking up that wonderful warmth, | was praying for friends and
family. After praying for our son Ted, whose year in Aberdeen, Maryland has stretched
from one to two while our daughter-in-law, Amy and our two oldest grandsons are still in
North Carolina | added some very fervent prayers for Amy and the boys. Amy loves to
garden, but now she is busy rearing sons. Even though Ted’s assignment is supposed to
be temporary, Amy finds that being the only parent most of the time can be physically and
mentally exhausting. As | was praying, | remembered an article written by Laurel Lott
which appeared in a past issue of Guideposts.

Laurel was exhausted from the strain of caring for her sick mother and rearing her
own four children. One day when she thought she couldn’t go on, she cried out to the
Lord:

“Lord, | can’t take it anymore,” | cried. ‘| just can’t.” Then, very
gently and clearly, a voice spoke to me: “Tend this little plot for me.” |
took a deep breath and said, “All right, Lord, I'll try.”

| continued to care for Mother until her death one afternoon. Later
that day | was looking through her well-worn Bible for comfort when a
yellowed paper fluttered out. On it was a poem titled, Lord, Where Shall |
Work Today? It began:

Lord, where shall | work today?

And my love flowed warm and free

Then he pointed me toward a tiny spot and said,
“Tend that for me.”

Peace flowed through me. And the plot | had been given to tend—
no matter how difficult—seemed sacred ground.”
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Do you get overwhelmed? | do! My friends and family do. Sometimes it is of our own doing, but that doesn’t make
it any less overwhelming. Sometimes life seems to hand us more things that we bargained for.

Isn’t this a wonderful way to look at all our responsibilities? My mother was a wonderful housecleaner. | never
realized growing up how much work she really did keeping the house clean. | am not a compulsive housekeeper. | like
a clean house, but | have piles of “stuff’ (as Paul calls it—they sit next to his piles of “stuff’). | find tackling housework a
little overwhelming at times. However, if | do it a little bit at a time or one room at a time, then it doesn’t seem so bad.

That is what God said to Laurel Lott. He didn’t say “Tend this 100 acre field” or even, “Tend this one acre garden”
for me. He said, “Tend this little plot for me.” God can and will get us through all the overwhelming things in our life if
we cry out to him. Think of some of the plots you have—spouse, children, parents, home, job, church, neighbors,
friends, community, and charities. Lumped together, they may be a big field but taken one at a time, with God’s help,
they can be tended.

When you are overwhelmed, try reading Psalm 102, a psalm for the overwhelmed, or these verses from Psalm 61:1
-5 (The Message):

God, listen to me shout, bend an ear to my prayer. When I'm far from anywhere, down to my last gasp, |

call out, “Guide me up High Rock Mountain!” You've always given me breathing room, a place to get away

from it all, a lifetime pass to your safe-house, an open invitation as your guest. You've always taken me

seriously, God, made me welcome among those who know and love you.

God is with us, guiding us through the weeds when he gives us a plot to tend! A plot that is sacred ground!

God is Good, All the Time! All the Time! God is Good.

“Who We Are: The SC UMVIM Early Response Team”

We are willing to help wherever and whenever needed. We are members of the United Methodist Church and are call
United Methodist Volunteers In Mission. Our disaster response group is call an Early Response Team. At present, we have
700 members in South Carolina; all are volunteers.

Our purpose is to respond in the aftermath of a disaster to help make structures safe, sanitary, and secure. We do this
through cutting or clearing access routes in to structures, applying tarps or plastic to roofs and securing the structures to
prevent further damage. This may also include “mucking-out” after a flood. We do not perform any repairs that may affect
insurance claims. We then rapidly move on to other structures, doing the same thing.

One of our most important jobs is to minister to the people affected by a disaster-simply listening to them and allowing them
to see the love of Jesus through our care, concern, love, and action. We do not go in and force our beliefs on anyone, though
we proudly proclaim the gospel of Jesus Christ.

We are fully self sufficient in that we take with us everything needed for our teams, such as food, water, sleeping
arrangements (RVs), etc., so we are not a burden on the affected people or any other agencies. We rotate new people in every
few days because of stresses associated with a disaster.

At present, we have 12 disaster response trailers in SC filled with a wide variety of supplies, including chainsaws, tarps,
plastic sheeting, hammers, skill saws, reciprocating saws, lighting, generators, etc. UMVIM owns six of these trailers, and
individual churches own and maintain the others. We have tractors with front-end loaders, golf carts, four-wheelers, RVs, and
more to supplement us.

All members of the ERT have gone through the minimum of a basic First Responder course on disaster response, which is
an eight-hour course on the basic fundamentals of disaster response. The course includes the basics of first aid, CPR, the
Incident Management System/Incident Command System, chainsaw safety, response safety, response procedures, etc.

All members are taught that we never go without a formal request to respond and that we fall under the chain of command,
never doing any forms of freelancing.

We are simply a group of Christian people who have a strong desire to show others the love of Jesus during their times of
need through our prayers, concern, and physical action. We let our actions speak for themselves. We are “Christian love in
action.” - Billy Robinson
