Some images create a lifelong picture in our mind – 

 Japanese planes dropping bombs on Pearl Harbor 

 a three-year old saluting his father’s coffin 

 a space shuttle exploding minutes after take off 

 a soldier touching the name of a ―buddy‖ at the Vietnam Memorial 

 an Oklahoma fireman carrying the lifeless body of a child out of the wreckage of 

a bombed building 

 two tall towers with massive plumes of smoke and flames billowing against the 

New York skyline 
 

These are images we will never forget and recent TV broadcasts bombarded us with 
images as the 10

th
 anniversary of September 11, 2001, approached.  The anniversary has 

passed, but the images are still there.  As I reread the list above, I realized that all but one 
of them was brought on by ―madmen‖ or ―a madman.‖  In a few short seconds, these 
―madmen‖ revealed to us the height and depth of hatred in mankind.   We see a 
―madman‖ with a gun, a bomb or a plane.  We see crazy men.  We see angry men.  We 
are living in a world where there are crazy angry people hating other people because of 
their nationality, color, religion or politics.  Even in our own political arena we see 
politicians spewing hatred toward each other.  The Bible tells us:  Do not be quickly 
provoked in your spirit, for anger rests in the lap of fools! Ecclesiastes 7:9. 

I wasn’t born when Pearl Harbor was attacked, but I visited Pearl Harbor when Paul 
and I were in Hawaii. I cried as I read name after name of our servicemen who perished in 
that attack.  In fact, I cried at every event listed above and many events not listed.  But 
having empathy with others during a tragedy is not enough.  How can we stop the 
―madness?‖  I found some of my answers in the books the Hope Sunday School Class 
has been studying over the past few months.  The first book was THE INVISIBLE WAR by 
Chip Ingram.  It was a study which dealt with Satan, Demons and Spiritual Warfare.  One 
of the things that came out in this study over and over is that as Christians we are at war.  
Right now our country is at war, but as Christians we are always at war with Satan and 
the forces that try to turn us away from God.  What the author asks us to remember is that 
we can be victors in Christ!  We find the power and resources to resist Satan’s attacks in 
God’s word and the part of God’s word we use to fight is found in Ephesians 6:13-16.  
Therefore put on the full armor of God, so that when the day of evil comes, you may be 
able to stand your ground, and after you have done everything, to stand. 

 
Stand firm then, 

with the belt of truth buckled around your waist, with the breastplate of righteousness in 
place, and with your feet fitted with the readiness that comes from the gospel of peace.  In 
addition to all this, take up the shield of faith, with which you can extinguish all the flaming 
arrows of the evil one.  With the full armor of God we can be ready to fight the ―madmen‖ 
of the world. 

The book we are currently studying is HANDLE WITH PRAYER by Dr. Charles 
Stanley.  Dr. Stanley covers many different aspects of prayer, but as I am writing this 
article we just finished the chapter on prayer burdens.  I can’t possibly do justice to the 
chapter in this short space, but what I want to encourage you to do is seek God for a 
prayer burden.  Most of us at this point would say, ―Why do I want a prayer burden?  Why 
do I want to seek a burden in addition to the burdens I already have in my life?‖  Let’s look 
at some clarification.  A prayer burden is different than many of the things we pray about 
in our lives.  Our own prayers and worries are usually self centered.  A prayer burden is

  Getting to the Heart of Interfaith : The Eye-Opening, Hope-Filled Friendship of a

God centered.  God wants change—change in us, change in others, change in our church, our town, our state, our 
country.  He wants to use us to bring about that change.  Dr. Stanley writes:  When God burdens our hearts to pray, He 
intends to do something about that for which He has burdened us.  These prayer burdens can be something that will last 
only a short time (minutes or a few hours) or it may address a problem that will take longer (days, months or even 
years).  The point is that when God places a burden on our heart, we need to be ready to receive it and pray no matter 
how long it takes.  How does this fit in being ready to do battle?  Dr. Stanley wrote that he had a God-given burden for 
the United States.  He believes it is a burden that every American should help shoulder.  I know it is a burden I share.  
I’ve written about it in other articles.  Whenever I write about our country, I am reminded of II Chronicles 7:14-15:  If my 
people, who are called by my name, will humble themselves and pray and seek my face and turn from their wicked 
ways, then I will hear from heaven, and I will forgive their sin and will heal their land.  Now my eyes will be open and my 
ears attentive to the prayers offered in this place.  This is the type of burden we should all seek and share.   

Dr. Stanley asks if we are willing to pray this prayer:  ―Lord, I am available for any burden You wish to share 
with me.  Don’t spare the weight.  Use me to the maximum.‖  Can you imagine what could happen in this country 
and the world if we were all willing to take on this burden of praying for our nation?  What if every day we were to put on 
the whole armor of God, humble ourselves, seek His face, ask to share a burden and then truly spent whatever time it 
takes in prayer.  It won’t be easy.  Most of what God asks of us is not easy.  Poet John Donne wrote, No man is an is-
land, entire of itself, every man is a piece of the continent, a part of the main.  We are inexorably intertwined and we 
cannot live separate from one another, so pray we must.  Can you make yourself available for a prayer burden? 

What God wants for you may not be what you want, but God has a plan for you—a grand and glorious plan.  When 
you pray God-centered prayers, other images will appear:  a babe wrapped in swaddling clothes, a healer extending his 
hand, a man hanging on a cross and then a wondrous figure lifted up into the glories of heaven surrounded by angels.  
Prayer can change you, your family, our country and the world.  Let’s start today!

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PUMPKIN PATCH NEWS  
 Recipients Selected: The 
Outreach Ministry Team received 
many suggestions this year for 
charities to be recipients of the 
Pumpkin Patch Funds.  The 2011 
recipients are: Haiti’s Children’s 
Project, Camp Providence, DCEC 
(the Developmental Center for 
Exceptional Children), FootHills 
Al l iance, and the Cancer 
Association of Anderson. 

 

 Pumpkins Arrive: Pumpkins arrive on 
Wednesday, October 5 at 4:00 pm.  Make plans to 
join the fun as we unload the pumpkins from the 
trailer and create our patch!  All ages can help.  
Young children can help set up the preschool patch 
that our field trip groups will use. 
 

 Sign-Up Sheets: The sign-up sheets for the 
Pumpkin Patch will be available on Sunday mornings 
and Wednesday evenings beginning September 18.  
Families or individuals may serve each shift to be 
cashier, lot supervisors, or closers.  The field trips 
will be the week of October 10-12, so we’ll also need 
storytellers and pumpkin carvers in addition to our 
regular volunteers. 
 Here’s a general description of the 
responsibilities of the volunteers: 
 Set-Up Person:  Arrive in the morning at 
9:30 am to uncover the hay, plug in the inflatables, 
and get the patch ready for our guests.  (8:30 am 
during the week of the field trips) 
 

 Lot Supervisor: Greet, assist, measure, and 
price the pumpkins.  Tell the cashier how much the 
pumpkins are. 
 

 Cashier: Keep an eye on the money at all 
times; record all transactions on the provided chart. 
 

 Closer:  Count money at the end of the day.  
Set aside some start-up money for the next day. 
 

 Storyteller:  Read the book ―Pumpkin Patch 
Parable‖ (we provide it) to the classes that come for 
a field trip experience in our patch. 
 

 Carver:  Choose one pumpkin from the patch 
for each group coming that morning.  Carve a 
pumpkin as the story is being read (some folks 
almost completely have it carved in advance, pretend 
to be carving, and pull out the pieces as the story is 
being read).  We have some super duper tools to 
make this easy! 
  

Get ready to have some fun in the patch!

     Trinity began taking part in this ministry in 1995. 
Sponsored by Samaritan’s purse, it reaches around 
the world to children living in difficult circumstances.  
During October, fill a shoebox with toys and hygiene 
items and bring it to the church by Sunday, 
November 13.  The boxes are placed on the railing 
during the worship service and prayed over before 
they are taken to the distribution center in Boone, 
North Carolina.  The brochure with the form and 
explanation of what can be placed in the boxes will 
be available soon in the church office.   
 

SHOEBOX:  Use an empty standard-size shoebox 
or small plastic container. You may wrap the box (lid 
separately), but wrapping is not required. Pray for 
the child who will receive your gift.  
 

BOY OR GIRL:  Determine if gift is for a boy or girl 
and the child’s age: 2-4, 5-9, or 10-14. Use the label 
in the brochure or make your own.  
 

ADD YOUR DONATION:  Please donate $7.00 for 
each shoebox to help cover shipping and other 
project costs.  Place a check made to Samaritan’s 
Purse in an envelope atop the gift items inside your 
box. If you prepare more than one shoebox, please 
make one combined donation.

 To help all of our volunteers and congregation be aware of our new procedures on Sunday 
mornings, we just wanted to share the basics with you. 
  

 Our ushers and greeters now have a laminated diagram of the church.  They can use this to 
help guide a person to the location they wish to go.  In addition, they also have diagrams they can 
hand out to our guests if they would like one. 
  

 They also have information sheets to give to our guests that will help those guests with 
children decide if they would like their children to attend class after the children’s moments or to 
remain in worship with them. 
  

 Because we now have two Sunday School hours with some children staying for both hours, 
we are using various colored lanyards with name badges for ages three to grade five to simply 
identify the class to which a child belongs.  Matching colors are posted outside the classroom doors 
with the class time on it.  Parents have also completed cards which have been copied and given to 
the teachers in each class to keep in their room.  From the card, they will know who is to pick up the 
children.  The reason for doing this is because we will have different teachers teaching at each hour 
and it will help them know who the children are and who their parents are.  Children in our nurseries 
will continue using the stickers to identify them. 
  

 Our teaches and childcare workers will also be identified with their own name badges.  They 
will pick these up also from the counter outside the preschool office.
