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My Own Very Special Rainbow

Now faith is being sure of what we hope for and 
certain of what we do not see.  Hebrews 11:1,NIV 

 

 I once heard faith described as being like the wind.  You canôt see the wind, but 
you know it is there because you can feel it on your face or you can see leaves, dust or a 
piece of paper blowing in it.   

 Most of us fortunately are raised with faith.  From birth our parents love us and 
take care of our needs.  With each passing day, we know that when we are hungry we 
are going to be fed, clothed, kept warm and safe, and we will be loved.  This is how chil-
dren learn trust and faith.  Our children and grandchildren did and would jump off of really 
high things, trusting that one of us would and will catch them.  They had and have faith 
they will be protected from any harm.   

 Kay Arthur in her book To Know Him By Name, tells the story of a friend whose 
father was deer hunting in Oregon.  As he was walking down an old logging road all of a 
sudden a brown cottontail burst out of the bushes and came to a stop between his boots.  
The father thought this was really strange, since wild rabbits are afraid of people.  Puz-
zled by the situation, his attention was suddenly caught by a weasel appearing on the 
scene.  Now the father understood that he had been this little rabbitôs last hope for safety 
from the ñjaws of death.ò  The father raised his rifle and deliberately shot into the ground 
just by the weasel.  Not being completely stupid, the weasel took off as fast as he could.  
For a while the rabbit did not move as the father spoke softly to reassure him, then even-
tually the rabbit hopped back into the forest.  The rabbit had sought this fatherôs protec-
tion in a time of need.  Kay Arthur then asks the question: ñWhere do you run in time of 
need? 

 Remember the story of the prodigal son?  When his selfishness and greed got 
him into trouble, he returned home to a father that had given him 
love and protection.  His father didnôt disappoint him.  The father 
opened his arms and welcomed his child home.  This parable 
was told to illustrate our heavenly fatherôs love and protection.  
Unfortunately, our own parents are sometimes going to make 
mistakes.  They may not always be there to catch us when we 
jump and we get battered and bruised.  Our faith is shaken.  We 
are disappointed and perhaps even angry that they didnôt protect us.  As adults we also 
get battered and bruised in our lifetime.  We are disappointed and angry with God be-
cause He didnôt protect us.  We forget that God created a perfect world where there 
would have been no hunger, no sickness and no death.  It was mankind, (us) which 
messed all that up.  We sinned and we brought the weasels of death, sickness, poverty, 
greed, anger and hatred into the world.  Iôm sure we would like to blame it all on Adam 
and Eve, but the truth is that we have sinned also. 

Over the past eleven years as Iôve waited in hospital waiting rooms, Iôve struggled 
with my faith and the peace that it brings.  First was Paulôs quadruple bypass and then in 
the years to follow, stents, and more stents and other surgeries.  For a short time, I let 
worry and fear sink its sharp talons into my mind and heart.  But instead of running in the 
wrong direction, like the rabbit and the prodigal son I ran to the Father and He ran to me.

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Lloyd Ogilvie, great theologian and former Chaplain of the United States Senate when retelling this parable of 
ñextravagant loveò and a father running as fast he could to greet his son writes:  ñWhatever else you believe about God, 
donôt miss this.  He runs to us.  Our least response unleashes His immense, incalculable responsiveness.  Right now 
your God and mine is running to us to meet us and enfold us in His arms!ò 

Another story of great faith in the Bible that I vividly remember is the story of Noah.  Noah had great faith in God.  
Did Noah have moments of doubt, fear, and anxiety?  Probably!  But remember, the scripture says, ñNoah walked with 
God.ò  Noah had a personal relationship with God, a trust, a faith and he obeyed God.  He stepped forward in faith and 
built the ark and God enfolded Noah in His arms and protected him.  Then God gave Noah a promise to never destroy 
the world again with a flood.  It was a gift for Noahôs faith in God.  It was the rainbow. 

 It seems like in the last couple of years, our congregation has had more than its share of people being hospital-
ized.  The news isnôt always good and fear sneaks in.  After one of Paulôs hospitalizations when I had bouts of worry and 
fear because the doctors werenôt sure what was going on with his heart, I finally remembered whom to run to for protec-
tion.  Doubts no longer assailed me as the doctors worked on Paul for over three hours or even as two other cardiolo-
gists came into the waiting room and informed me they were working hard on Paul.  I know that God was holding both 
Paul and me in the hollow of His hand and enfolding us in His great arms.  (It feels similar to getting a big hug from Rich-
ard Medford.)   

Later that evening as I headed home from the hospital, I was thanking God for His immeasurable goodness to us.  
Remember--ñIn every thing give thanks: for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus concerning you.ò  I Thessalonians 5:18.   
Suddenly, I saw this wonderful burst of color in the night sky.  I stepped on the brake and slowed down, thinking my 
eyes were playing tricks on me.  Then it happened again and again.  I realized that I was approaching the baseball field 
and Florence had obviously won the game.  But the timing was perfect.  Ten minutes earlier or ten minutes later, I would 
have missed those fireworks.  I pulled off the road and with tears rolling down my cheeks, I watched the brilliance of red, 
blue, green, silver and golden rockets dazzle before me.  I was in awe.  God was giving me a sign, my own special rain-
bow.  In faith, I had taken a step towards Him and in response God was running to me with all the colors of the rainbow 
lighting His way.  So when life gets scary, remember to run to God with your arms open wide, He is already running to 
you!
