We also were able to spend a short time with
our son Ted and his family when we stopped to pick up Christian and then drop
him off. You may have figured out by now that my family is very important to me,
so | eagerly looked forward to that time with them. Paul and | felt doubly blessed
that our fourteen-year-old grandson went to New York with us. Over the past
fourteen years I've had a lot of chances to play make-believe with my
grandchildren. All of them still like to use my crutches as Tommy-guns as they
fight all the bad guys. This vacation | spent a lot of time playing make-believe with
Tessa. Her mind is quite creative. (Christian and Andrew were doing boy things
and for the most part Christian was beautifully patient with his cousin who is nine
years younger.)

Among the many things | love and have loved about my grandchildren are their
prayers. As we travel, | pray continuously on the road. There were times on this
trip we really needed it—tremendous rain storms, near misses with other drivers
who were either tired or drunk, for the people in accidents we passed, etc. As we
talked about how much we enjoyed our vacation, we talked about Tessa’s prayers.
Have you ever noticed when you are with a group of adult or older children from
the church, we either wait for the minister to pray or everyone looks at someone
else? There seems to be a fear that we may be called on to pray. There is no
such fear with Tessa. Tessa loves to pray! She takes the verse in Philippians 1:4
(NIV) to heart—in all my prayers for all of you, | always pray with joy! At every
meal when it was time for prayer there was always excitement in Tessa’s voice as
she would burst out with: “Can | pray? Let me pray. | want to pray! Please!
Please! Can | pray?” As we grow older we seem to lose that excitement and
enthusiasm for prayer. We may think that in | Thessalonians 5:18 (NIV) Give
thanks in all circumstances, for this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus, means
“short and sweet” limiting our prayer to one general thank-you. Tessa’s
interpretation is that we should give thanks for everything. She no longer mentions
everything that is on the table, but she still comes close. She mentions everyone
by name, every food item, sometimes the dishes and silverware, the animals close
by, the fish that are going to be caught—in other words her prayers can be quite
lengthy. Perhaps instead of wishing the prayer would be over while the food is still
hot we should ask God for some of that child’s excitement. Before meals, when
the question is asked, “Whose turn is it to pray?” perhaps we should be shouting
(at least internally) “Me, me, let me pray, | want to pray.” It is my prayer that all of
our grandchildren will have that kind of enthusiasm for praying. Start children off
on the way they should go, and even when they are old they will not turn from it.
Proverbs 22:6 (NIV)
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As parents and grandparents, we need to be teachers and doers of the word. We can teach children
all sorts of useful information about the world and about living in the word, but if we don’t teach them the word
of God, we leave a very shaky foundation for them to build their life on. If we are not doers of the word then
why should they believe us? We need to be doers—we need to set an example. Our children and all children
need to see Jesus living in us. They need to see excitement in us when we talk with the Lord. If we are still
living on this earth when Jesus returns wouldn’t you be excited, even joyous to talk to Jesus in person? If the
answer was yes, then are you just as excited to talk to Him in prayer? As parents and grandparents and even
aunts, uncles and cousins we can have great influence in the lives of children. That is why it is so important
that we live the word of God. Back when Christian was little, | read a survey that said the 95% of children in the
United States said they believed there was a God. 50% said they went to church every week and 80% said
they prayed regularly. That may have only been a “Now | lay me down to sleep. . .” prayer, but it was a prayer.
I’'m afraid those percentages may have changed in the last ten years, and if so, it is even more important for us
to be teachers and doers of the word.

There are two other Bible verses | think it are important that children know and understand. They are: Do
not be anxious about anything, but in every situation, by prayer and petition, with thanksgiving, present your
requests to God. Philippians 4:6 (NIV) and, For where two or three gather in my name, there am | with them.
Matthew 18:20 (NIV). We need to teach children that we go to God for more than just food and clothes and to
thank him for the good things, but that we go to God with all our needs and we thank him for everything. We
can thank God for being with us even when things aren’t always so good.

So teach your children that despite what goes on in the rest of the world, we can make our concerns known
to God, we can be thankful for the good God gives and for being with us during the bad. More importantly, we
can be excited and eager to pray (no matter how long we pray) no matter what the results may be. If we pray
for rain, we may have to deal with some mud. Personally, | think Tessa and | will make some beautiful mud
pies!

Attention Parents!

If you were unable to attend the August 17 meeting about the changes for Sunday School and
Children’s Church, we need you to come by the office to fill out an information card for each of your
children who will be in Sunday School or who will be in Worship and leave after the Children’s Moment to
go to Sunday School.

There will be a Children’s Welcome Window at the counter outside the Preschool office. All
children through grade 5 who will be going to Sunday School at either/both 9:45 or 11:00 am will need to
check in at this window every Sunday before going to class. They will pick up their name tag and wear it to
class. If they have not picked it up, the teacher will send them back to the Welcome Window. Teachers
and childcare workers will also be identified by name tags.

The reason for these procedures is there will different sets of teachers for the 9:45 and 11:00 am
class times. In order to make sure children are where they should be, their name tags will be on different
colored lanyards. Each color is assigned to a different class, grade, or age level. There will be a
laminated colored sheet outside the classroom to match the child’s lanyard. Children will not be allowed to
leave the room unless picked up by a parent or by another person the parent has listed on the information
card. These cards will be used for Sunday morning as well as Wednesday evening. A copy of each card
will be given to the Sunday School teachers and the Wednesday night leaders with the master copy being
kept on file in the office.

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You do not need any experience to sign-up. You will be trained at the job site.

Construction will occur during September 1 and ending on September 30, excluding Sundays.
(We will work Labor Day.)

The typical work day begins at 8:00 am and end at 4:00 pm, however, evening shifts are also
offered for those who work during the day. You may sign-up for 4, 6, or 8 hours.

All working volunteers on the site must sign a release and waiver of liability. These will be
available when volunteers sign up or on site each morning.

Volunteers who have some knowledge or experience in certain phases of the building will be
called crew leaders. The contractor will instruct them and all volunteers of the task for the day
and let the crew leader be in charge of the rest of the volunteers.

Lunch will be provided each day.

One of the activities needed is for persons to sign up to help provide lunch for the workers.
Individuals, families, classes, circles, men’s group, etc., can partner together to provide a
meal one or more than one day.

Only a few jobs require experience and are identified on the sign-up sheet as "experienced."
You must be at least 15 years old; anyone younger must be closely supervised by parents.
You may bring your own hand tools.

If the area on the sign-up sheet is "grayed-out" it means there are no requirements for Trinity
Volunteers. Also, depending on how fast or how slow the work goes, some of the work
assigned for a particular day may change.

If you are unable to work, we invite you to come to see the site before work starts and to
come and drive by or stop and watch the workers. Some chairs will be provided, and we will
have some canopies set up to protect you from the sun. Bring a lawn chair and join us!
Sometimes go-fers are needed to get ice, nails, etc., to let the workers keep working.

In case of rain, contact Carolyn at 617-8789 before coming to see if work is possible that day.
The "Activity" column describes the task to be completed that day.

Weekday Trinity Preschool News

is full, we could have ninety-two children. This year we currently have only sixty-eight children
enrolled. The preschool board had to make difficult decisions regarding cutting classes and staff for
this year. They have enough financial reserves to enable them to get through the year, but the
requests for scholarships are more than our budget can handle.

We shared this concern with the Administrative Council at their last meeting and were given
permission to let our congregation be aware of our status. If anyone would like to enable a child to
attend preschool by providing a partial or full scholarship, please contact Mary Beth Langley and
make your check to Trinity Preschool and mark it for “preschool scholarship.”
